Online course providers are accredited by a nationally recognized accreditation 


program or agency or are approved and endorsed by the Montana Office of 


Public Instruction.

B.
Qualified district staff provides information and guidance to students and parents 



regarding the selection of appropriate online courses to meet their needs, as well 



as a suitable number of online courses in which a student may enroll.

C.
The curriculum requirements of the state and school district are met.


D.
All online courses taken by the students will be approved by the administration in 



advance of enrollment.


E.
All teacher-led online courses include licensed, highly qualified teachers.
